Thank you for the report on Gaston County’s activities during FY 2006 as a Certified Local
Government (CLG) in North Carolina’s preservation program. As a CLG, Gaston County is
taking part in a national initiative to preserve the unique and valuable historic character of over
1500 communities across the country. The CLG program provides for increasing local
involvement in preservation and offers technical assistance and grants to participating local
governments.

Staff members of the State Historic Preservation Office have reviewed the information in the
report and find that Gaston County is fulfilling admirably the four basic responsibilities for
continued participation in the CLG program:

1. Enforcing state and local legislation for the designation and protection of historic resources
2. Maintaining a system for survey and inventory of historic properties

3. Providing for adequate public participation in the historic preservation program

4. Reviewing National Register nominations through a qualified local historic preservation
commission

We commend the Gaston County Historic Preservation Commission for their work with property
owners and developers to protect historic resources and their work to develop a pocket park at
the Tryon Courthouse site. This activity serves and benefits the community and builds support
for the value of preservation.

In addition to the four basic responsibilities noted above, CLGs must meet certain more specific
requirements set forth in the Guidelines for North Carolina’s Certified Local Government
Program. One of these requirements is that at least two commission members and the staff
